Instructions for elaborating the Summary of the CV of the Principal Investigator


Initial requests submitted to FAPESP must be accompanied by a Summary of the Principal Investigator’s Curriculum Vitae and, when applicable, the Summary of the CV of all the Associate Researchers. 
The Summary is necessary for the process of analysis and selection of the proposals received at FAPESP. It is analyzed by an ad hoc committee especially appointed by the Foundation’s Scientific Director and by the Area Coordinators of the Scientific Board. The analysis of the Summary of the CV allows the reviewers to gain an understanding of the professional experience of the Principal Investigator and of all members of the research team.

The Summary of the Curriculum Vitae must have up to three pages in A-4 paper with margins of at least 2.5 cm on the left and 2 cm on the other sides, printed with readable type size (Arial 10 pt or Times New Roman 11 pt, for example).

If the document has more than three pages, FAPESP will only consider the first three pages when analyzing the proposal.

The Summary of the CV should be organized in seven sections. All sections must be completed -- even with "NOTHING TO DECLARE", if necessary.
The seven sections are:

1) Education/Training.
2) Professional History and academic distinctions and prizes.
3) List of up to 20 of your most important scientific results, such as scientific articles, book chapters, patents (filed or granted), registered software or other types of publications. Please, consider the 20 most important of your career.
4) List of ongoing research grants with funding from any agency or company.
5) List of ongoing supervisions, with students holding a fellowship.
6) Academic quantitative indicators.
7) Other relevant information.

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2) Professional History. List key professional positions, reporting starting and ending dates, and the name of the institutions.
3) List up to 20 most relevant research results of your career, including scientific articles, book chapters, patents (filed or granted), registered software or other types of publications. The list can contain up to 20 items, chosen at your discretion among those considered most significant for the evaluation of your recent academic production (last five years) and/or the most relevant to document your experience and expertise in the area of knowledge that fits the project. Please use the conventional bibliographic standard in your area and group the results by category (e.g. articles, patents, chapters). If the list has more than 20 items, FAPESP will only use the top 20 in the review process.
4) List of your current research grants with funding from any agency or company. List of ongoing research grants, including: project title, name of the coordinator, resources, duration and funding agency. If you received a fellowship from any funding agency, please inform the name of the agency, the type of fellowship, level and duration of fellowship.
5) List of ongoing supervisions, with students holding a fellowship. List of ongoing supervisions with fellowships: indicating type (undergraduate, Masters or PhD), title of the project and funding agency.
6) Academic quantitative indicators. Separately list the total amount of: 1) books, 2) publications in journals with selective editorial policy, 3) book chapters, 4) supervised and concluded Master's dissertations, 5) supervised and concluded PhD thesis.
7) Other relevant biographical information for the assessment of your recent academic work (last five years) and to document your experience and expertise in the area of knowledge that fits the project.
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
